       Identifying Potential Batterers

· Seem too good to be true.

· Seem overly sensitive to your needs.

· Show early signs of jealousy in an intense way.

· Be overly charming to family and friends to win them over from the beginning.

· Want you to commit to a relationship quickly, such as living together, getting married, seeing no others.

· Makes excuses for his anger, jealousy like - “I just love you so much I am afraid to lose you”; “When I think someone else might have you I just can’t think straight”, etc.
With Time The Batterer May…

· Be highly critical of their partner.

· Use derogatory attitudes and inappropriate words to define or relate to women/men.

· Insist on sex after a heated argument or violence.  Use sex as a means to “fix everything”.

· Become increasingly possessive or jealous, not let his/her partner go out, keep track of how long s/he is gone, or go everywhere with the partner. 
High Risk Markers “Red Flags”

· S/he breaks, throws or hits things when s/he is angry

· S/he has a history of vandalism when s/he was young

· S/he has been abusive to family, especially women

· S/he has been arrested for offenses like disorderly conduct or assault

· S/he has been abusive with previous partners; talks about how badly s/he treated him (excuse)
· His/her friends and family think of him/her as a "hot-head"

· Demands sex from you

· Becomes physically forceful during sex & ignores your requests to stop hurting you

· When s/he uses alcohol or drugs, s/he becomes negative, cruel, or hostile 

· Experienced or witnessed violence and abuse in the home as a child

· Has been cruel to animals

· Harshly disciplines or is cruel to children

· Discounts your feelings and laughs at your concerns as “silly.  

· Gets overly angry at drivers; drives fast when angry, no matter what your response
