Once Ella arrived at BATP she|w
transported to shelter. She told the advocate it was the only opportunity she haq t
get away with her son because her husband was controlling her every move. Fqr:
last several months her husband had been verbally, emotionally, and sexually gb
to her. He would call her names, degrade, humiliate, and yell at her. He would|al
threaten to take their son away if she refused to have sex with him.

Terrified that he was going to find her, in the upcoming days Ella went with |tF
advocate to apply for a protective order which she was eventually granted. |E
continued to work a parttime job and go to school while she was in shelter until she
saved enough money to get an apartment for herself and her son. A place that i$ s
and free from abuse.
